One of the major reasons for organizing the SVAA was to give area pilots a unified and hopefully stronger voice in issues affecting the Airport and local aviation. Rather than dealing with the City and others on an individual complaint basis, it was hoped that the SVAA could present a united position to the City Staff and Council on matters of common concern. To this end we created a website and email accounts for all of the SVAA Board to communicate with Members and allow a means of alerting SVAA to problems or issues in which the Organization might be able to help. Unfortunately, for whatever reason, there have been several recent issues affecting pilots in which the SVAA learned of the problems well after the fact and through third or fourth hand accounts rather than directly from the affected parties. In at least some cases these reports have turned out to be misinformed and have only added to the “rumor mill” which is already too active.


We can only be effective as an Organization if  Members alert us immediately to problems and request SVAA assistance in dealing with the City or others. Through these Newsletters and broadcast emails, we will try to keep Members informed about SVAA actions and developments at the Airport. If any SVAA Member believes they are being unfairly affected by a City action or knows about a problem at the Airport, PLEASE email the SVAA Board Members so that we can investigate and take appropriate action. We will respond via email or telephone to keep you informed about the matter. We are holding regular meetings with City Staff to informally discuss Airport issues and explore ways to improve operations and facilities. Among the issues currently under discussion are risk management (insurance) issues at the Airport, courtesy cars, space at the Airport for flight instruction and other pilot related activities, and several “Fly In” and “Fly Out” events to be (hopefully) co-sponsored with the City. SVAA also will be scheduling a Membership meeting within the next few weeks to provide an opportunity for Member feedback and discuss activities for the rest of this year. In addition, plans are underway for the annual SVAA Banquet.
