· ACCEPTANCE OF AGENDA: Joe Gill moved to accept; Larry Portouw seconded. Acceptance was unanimous.

· ACCEPTANCE OF Jan. 10th  MINUTES: Steve Pursell moved to accept; Joe Gill seconded. Acceptance was unanimous.  

· PRESENTATIONS:  Southwest Aero Tech LLC (Avionics Shop):
· Alvin Brown and David Isaak related how they came to move their shop to SVMA. It took most of 2006 for them to accomplish the move. Due to the changes occurring at New Tribes Mission Aviation (NTM) with the downsizing of numbers of NTM aircraft, and the growing need/business for “outside” aircraft, it was decided to make the move. They feel they can better support both the NTM needs, and GA, at the SVMA facility. They expect to be fully operational with the Avionics Shop any day now. (pending FAA paperwork).
· REPORTS:

· SVMA MGR: Doug Stroh, Airport Supervisor:

· New Hangar floors: The City is waiting to see if the cracks in the floors continue to deteriorate from more settling of the concrete, before any decision is made to improve the surfaces, and allow prospective floor painting.

· Due to the loose material (FOD) on the ramps due to the new coating, the ramps are being swept every day now until they are considered clean of FOD. Then they will be swept weekly.

· The installation of emergency phones on the ramp will be delayed due to more prep work that is needed.

· The Temporary hose bibs to allow for washing out the new hangars, may be available soon. They will have to be turned on by the City personnel prior to use, each time they are needed. Check with Doug for particulars.

· A walk through was conducted of the new hangars to check and adjust hangar doors, cables, and latches.

· Existing hangars were checked for the number of electrical outlets needed to bring the number in each hangar to 3. A list/schedule was generated to accomplish this task by the end of August. Check with Doug to see this schedule if needed.

· The Quarterly Hangar inspection will be conducted March 20th and 22nd.

· The Car Club will hold and event on the west ramp on Mar. 4th from 7am to 3:30pm.

· Any problems with your hangar should be conveyed to Doug. (he now has an office in the Terminal building)

· CALL TO THE PUBLIC:

· There is a need to resolve the walk-through gate access for students/aircraft renters. They don’t always know the codes, especially if there has been a recent change.

· A question was raised regarding the monitoring of the security cameras. The installation may not be compatible with the General Aviation Airport Watch program supported by Homeland Security, if there is no provision for the public to monitor it via the internet.
· UVI personnel Charles McMillin and Ted Fichtl conveyed information and answered questions regarding the UVI operations.

· They are flying UAVs with wingspans up to about 10 feet now. 

· They fly below 6,200 msl, and when going out of visual from the site, they use a C172 chase plane with pilot and observer aboard.
