MEETING MINUTES

· CALL TO ORDER: Meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Chairman George Pohlman.

· ACCEPTANCE OF AGENDA:  Mr. Gill moved to accept the agenda, Mr. Hazlett seconded the motion. Acceptance was unanimous.
· ACCEPTANCE OF Sept. 12th MINUTES: Mr. Hazlett moved to accept the minutes, Mr. Gill seconded the motion. Acceptance was unanimous.
· REPORTS:

· SVMA Management: Steve Tyminski, Transportation Superintendent:

· Ramp Parking:
· Vehicle Parking on the ramp will revert to the previous practices followed by Tenants and business people over the past several years. This will continue until such time as the Rules and Regs have been reviewed and revised.

· Hangar Inspections:

· Hangars will be inspected on Oct. 23rd and 25th, per the memos and checklists sent to the Tenants by the City. Those pilots storing material in their hangars for the 23rd Annual Christmas Airlift on Nov. 10th will not be cited for this storage.
· Terminal Remodeling:

· The remodeling of the Terminal to include a Pilot’s Lounge and classrooms has begun.

FORT HUACHUCA AIRFIELD MGR. Jim Rose: (email report)

· There are intermittent problems with the airfield lighting system due to a couple of aging regulators. New ones have been ordered (three at $15K each) but it will take a couple of months before they arrive. In the meantime, there may be periods when some or all of the lights don’t work, if this should happen, we will NOTAM the outage and broadcast it on ATIS.

· ATC and Restricted Airspace operational hours will remain 0700 – 2300L, M-F.

· Expect more Predator UAS activity in the traffic pattern in the future.

· CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: George Pohlman:

· Chairman Pohlman expressed his thoughts regarding leaving the APC. He feels a lot of accomplishments and improvements have been made. 
· Chairman Pohlman thanked Mr. Tyminski for helping resolve the Airport Parking issue, and  asked him to pass along his thanks to Mr. Hemesath for his help as well.
· UPDATE ON EDF & EUL: Mr. Albrecht.

       Mr. Barry Albrecht, CEO of EDF, gave a brief update on the recent activities of EDF, Army Corps of Engineers, City Leadership and Staff, and other entities to address the EUL (Enhanced Use Lease).

       Mr. Albrecht is very pleased and excited regarding the progress being made, and the attitude of all participants working on the project. He stated that there will be an “Industry Day” probably the first of the year to bring a large number of potential EUL developers to Sierra Vista.

       It was suggested that the APC generate a paragraph stating their Mission and Purpose as a potential resource to assist any EUL Development Team in the pre bid or post bid process. This would include an APC contact person for any questions or discussion, and as a focal point to the APC.

· CITY REPORT: Councilman, Craig Johnson: (email report read by Mr. Tyminski)
· Status and Next steps for Task Force Report actions by City Staff and City Council.
· City Manager provided his recommendation on the Task Force recommendations in a memo to Council dated 10/2.  There will be a work session scheduled to allow for Council discussion and feedback.  

· Vehicle parking regulations at SVMA.
· A Council request dated 9/28 was submitted requesting that parking regulations follow Deer Valley's regulations until such time as new rules and regulations are adopted. 
· Status of APC Resolution 2007-1.
· Council discussed the resolution in a work session on 9/24.  The consensus was to keep the residency requirements as they are.  Dick McColley and George Pohlman attended the work session.

· Review of any SVMA related Resolutions going to City Council.
· It has been discussed by the Commission that airport related resolutions be brought to the Commission prior to Council vote for discussion and input. This can be done as a matter of practice.

· Mr. Portouw made the following announcements:

· The Phoenix Class “B” Airspace modifications will go into effect on October 25th. New Terminal Area charts will be available Oct. 18th. Please be advised, and beware!

· Mr. Ted Berns stated that officers are needed for the SVAA for the upcoming year. Anyone interested in being involved should get in contact with Mr. Berns ASAP.

· Copperstate is Oct. 25-28. Workers are needed. Anyone who is signed up to work for 4 hours per day(s) at Copperstate will receive a free daily pass ($13 value) and free meal.

· Anyone interested in being considered for an open position on the APC must have a current application submitted (after 11-14-06 and before 11-12-07) to the City Clerk, Jill Adams, at City Hall.  Applicants must also be present for interviews at the Nov. 12th regular meeting.
· Mr. Gill stated that due to the ongoing problems some tenants are having with their Insurance Companies and the City’s requirements, that it might be a good idea to publicize those Ins. Companies that seem to be more cooperative in meeting the City’s policy requirements.

· The two candidates for the open positions on the APC in attendance, were interviewed by the Commission.The Candidates were Mr. Ireland, and Mr. Hollinshead. After the interviews, a vote was taken, and Mr. Ireland was nominated to finish the one-year term left open by the resignation of Mr. Pursell.

· Nomination of a candidate for the new two year term left open by departing Chairman Pohlman, was tabled until the Nov. 14th APC meeting. Mr. Hollinshead was invited to return for the Nov. meeting.

· Mr. Gill nominated Mr. McColley for Chairman, Ms Metz seconded the motion, and there were no additional nominations. Mr. Gill moved that the nominations be closed, and Mr. Hazlett seconded the motion. Mr. McColley was elected by acclimation.

· There was a discussion regarding a replacement for the present secretary Mr. McColley. Mr. Tyminski noted that several of the Commissions are now using a City employee as a recording Secretary to generate the minutes of the meetings. 
· Mr. Gill made a motion to request the City to provide a recording Secretary for the APC, Mr. Hazlett seconded the motion, acceptance was unanimous.

· Mr. Gill will prepare a PSA for local radio outlets announcing an APC voting member vacancy. He will also ensure that a similar announcement is published on the City page of the SV Herald. 

· Councilman Johnson will check with the City on providing a recording Secretary to write the minutes for the APC meetings.
