· REPORTS:

· SVMA MGR: Doug Stroh, Airport Supervisor: 

· Hangar Inspections and Maintenance
The  hangar  inspections  were  completed  last  month.   With  very few
exceptions,  the results were great.  The most common fire code offense was
open  oil  drain  buckets.   The used oil bulk container is still available
inside  the AGS Hangar.  The next time I have it emptied, I’ll move it to a
more convenient location.
Because  this  round of inspections was such a success, the City will start
conducting inspections semi-annually instead of quarterly.

· GA Hangars
We  still  have  a  few hangars available, so please pass the word along to
anyone who might be interested in leasing an aircraft hangar to store their
plane  out  of  the  weather.  Both long-term and month-to-month leases are
available now.

· New Addition to AGS Hangar.

· Construction of the new addition should start by end of May.


· There  was a problem with the fire extinguisher contractor the City uses to
inspect  fire extinguishers. As soon as the problem is corrected, I will be
sending letters to advise of the date and time that fire extinguishers will
be serviced. Fire extinguishers to be in new hangars later this week
· Airport Upcoming Events
The Thunder Vette Set Club will be hosting an event on Saturday and Sunday,
April  14th  and  15th.  The event is scheduled to run from 7 am until 5 pm
each day.

· FORT HUACHUCA AIRFIELD MGR. Jim Rose: (report via email)

· We are continuing to try to solve our power problems.  The failure of two
transformers has caused much airfield equipment to not work due to lack of
power.  Generators are being installed to power most equipment and,
hopefully, by the end of today (4/11) most things should work.  The feasibility of
rebuilding the transformers or obtaining new ones has yet to be determined.
It is likely that generator power may be necessary for up to several weeks.
We will attempt to keep NAVAIDS, lights, and the ASOS working, but there may
be periodic interruptions in service. 

· CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: George Pohlman.

· Review of Airport Commission Annual Update to City Council April 3rd.

· The Goals and Budget presented to City Council were reviewed as presented by Chairman George Pohlman.
· It was decided that the Projector and Screen could be removed from the draft budget, due to the availability of the Public Works equipment.
· Advertising may be available through CVB. This possibility will be explored.
· The Budget will be reviewed, revised, and submitted to Public Works.
· SVMA Task Force Update:

· The five categories derived from the Airport Surveys are being reviewed, evaluated and summarized in preparation for the final Report/Proposal to City Council. This should be available in May.

· APC Publicist Update: 

· Let Commissioner Steve Pursell know about any interesting activities going on at the airport. 

· APC Proposal for Treasurer update: 

· It was decided that a better title for the position would be “Budget Liason”.
· Commissioner Larry Portouw was nominated for the position of “Budget Liason” by Commissioner Jon Nelson, Commissioner Joe Gill seconded the motion, and acceptance was unanimous.
· Review Availability of Terminal, time lines, etc:

· TSA has been contacted by PW to remove their equipment.
· A request for quote has been submitted by PW for the security lock(s) on the gate and door on the west side of the terminal building, to provide access from the ramp.
· The “restricted area” signs on the fence separating the ramp from the south side of the Terminal building need to be removed, and the red line on the ramp needs to be removed or painted over (since the Airline is no longer on the field). The Airport Commission has volunteered to help arrange volunteer manpower to assist PW. 
· New Hangar Floor Issues update

· The issue of the cracked concrete floors in the new hangars, flaking floor finish, wires sticking up through floor, as well as the propensity of surface water to flow inside some hangars is still unresolved.

· Councilman Johnson will check with PW on the issue.

· CITY REPORT: Councilman, Craig Johnson: 

· In the second week of May, the City Council will address dept. budgets.

· The City Council will meet in a Strategic Planning session to set 2 year goals.

· City is looking at putting more Commission info on the City Website.

· TURNER AVIATION ASSOCIATES (TAA): Diana Turner:

· TAA now has a representative in the Terminal from 8 to 5 each day, except 1 hour for lunch.
· TAA anticipates having a Zenith LSA on board in May for LSA training.

· There is now a Cessna 172H, a PA-28-140, and a Beech B-24R for rental.

· TAA is working to establish a Weight Shift Control Land (trike) training facility in Hereford. This training was formerly in Rodeo, NM.

· TAA is working on a Flight Guide type brochure for SVMA, to be distributed in AZ, NM, CO, and TX.

· TAA will be an exhibitor at “Wings and Spurs” fly-in in Tombstone on May 5th and 6th, and will also be presenting at the New Mexico Pilots Assoc. FAA Wings event on May 12th.

· TAA has requested City Permission to coordinate with FHU to allow a “spot landing” contest in June or July.

· TAA has been offered a turbo-charged diesel C-172 to evaluate for a day in late April.
