· CALL TO ORDER: Meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Chairman George Pohlman.

· ACCEPTANCE OF AGENDA: Joe Gill moved to accept, Larry Portouw seconded. Acceptance was unanimous.

· ACCEPTANCE OF Jun 13th MINUTES: Larry Portouw moved to accept, Joe Gill seconded. Acceptance was unanimous.  

· REPORTS:

· SVMA Management: Doug Strohl, Airport Supervisor: 

· Projects

· Surveying continues for the Distance Remaining Markers and Runway 12/30 Overlay projects. 

· The Jet fuel tank will be built off-site and ready for installation in August.

· Fort Huachuca Fire Direct Phone Service.

· Progress continues on the phone project, and should be completed in August.

· GA Hangars.

· All hangars are now rented, and a waiting list will start.

· Eaves troughs will be installed on a couple of the hangars to help alleviate the water problem.

· Thunder Mountain Vet Set.

· An event is planned by the Vet Set for July 21 and 22 on the NW ramp area.

· FORT HUACHUCA AIRFIELD MGR. Jim Rose: (not present)

· Mr. Portouw stated that there will be more low altitude UAV activity at Hubbard Air Strip.

· CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: George Pohlman:

· APC use of Terminal for monthly meetings:
· The Airport Commission will continue to meet in the Terminal at SVMA.
· Signage On Ramp Side of Terminal.
· Mr. Portouw made a motion that the signage on the south side of the Terminal be modified to reflect “Welcome to Sierra Vista, Main Terminal”: and “Fuel-Unicom, 122.95”. Mr. Gill seconded the motion. Acceptance was unanimous.
· Mr. McColley will draft a photo reflecting the motion and needed signage on the south side of the Terminal.
· Tie-Downs on the South Side of the Terminal:
· Mr. Strohl stated that 3 large Jet tie-downs just south of hangars 1-10, will be painted out, and the existing chain points will be used to make 10 additional light aircraft tie-downs. Additional Tie-downs for light aircraft will await the results of the Master Plan review.
· Mr. McColley displayed a photo of the Cessna 172 that flipped upside down while parked near the Tanker Base on the South side of LAAF, last year about this time. The absolute need for all light aircraft to be tied down was stressed.
· APC Budget Update: Larry Portouw:

· Mr. Portouw stated that the balance ($2,429.14) of the initial $5,000 budget, reverted back to the City at the end of the fiscal year.

· Terminal Interior Layout Modifications:
· Mr. McColley presented drawings depicting the modifications that the City is planning inside the Terminal.

· A Pilot’s Lounge is planned in the area including the old GLA counter area. This area is approximately 15.5 feet by 23 feet.

· Two classrooms are planned in the glassed in area just SW of the fueler’s desk. This will require reconfiguring a couple of walls.

· Mr. Strohl is planning for signage in and around the Terminal to identify entrances and exits, to help make the Terminal a more user friendly area, especially for after hours pilots and passengers.

· Basics for Small Airport Mgr. Workshop: (Sept. 8 and 9 in Tucson).
· Mr. Portouw made a motion that one Commission member and one City Staff member attend the workshop. Mr. Gill seconded the motion. Acceptance was unanimous.
· Mr. Gill made a motion that Mr. Portouw represent the APC at the Workshop, Mr. Pohlman seconded the motion. The motion passed with Mr. Portouw abstaining.
· Councilman Johnson will interface with the City on this issue.
· Airport Commission “PURPOSE” Statement:

· Mr. Portouw modified the “Purpose” statement in the Commission’s Handbook, and presented a revised statement. After discussion, and changing one word, the new statement was adopted.

· Mr. Portouw made a motion to accept the new revised statement, Mr. Gill seconded the motion. Acceptance was unanimous.

· The new Purpose statement follows:

· “The Airport Commission’s purpose is to provide Commission and citizen input and advise to the City Council and staff on policies and procedures that affect the operation, development, and use of the Sierra Vista Municipal airport, and to promote growth and expansion of the airport services and businesses in order to grow the SVMA into an attractive destination supporting Sierra Vista and surrounding communities.”

· CITY REPORT: Councilman, Craig Johnson:
