MEETING MINUTES

· CALL TO ORDER: Meeting was called to order at 6:00 PM by Vice Chair Jon Nelson.

· ACCEPTANCE OF AGENDA: Joe Gill moved to accept, Steve Pursell seconded. Acceptance was unanimous.

· ACCEPTANCE OF April 11th  MINUTES: Steve Pursell moved to accept; Joe Gill seconded. Acceptance was unanimous.  

· REPORTS:

· SVMA MGR: Steve Tyminski, Transportation Superintendent: 

· Terminal West Door Access to Apron

The access is complete, the door keypad installation company caused a fault in the automatic door and will order replacement parts and be here to make repairs within two weeks (by May 24).

· Fort Huachuca Fire Direct Phone

The City’s communications group is working with the necessary vendors to have the phone installed.

· Wireless Internet Access

Wireless internet is available at the Terminal Building and will soon be available at the AGS building.

· AGS Hangar

Bids for construction of the AGS annex opened ( May 8th) yesterday. Two bids were received, decision will be made next week.

· Projects

Surveying continues for the Distance Remaining Markers and Runway 12/30 Overlay projects.


The Jet fuel tank will be built off-site and ready for installation in August.

· GA Hangers

The project officer will meet with the contractor on Thursday (May 10, 2007) to discuss seals for the bottom of hangar doors. 

· Fuel Operations

Per the recommendations of the Airport Commission and tenants, the Airport Fuelers will be relocated to the Airport Terminal building within 3 weeks (by end of May).

· Fire Safety Inspections:

There were far fewer safety infractions during the last joint fire inspection.  We have formalized the inspection forms and will send them out (week of May 14) next week.  

· Transient Survey

We have conducted a survey of arriving transient pilots and have a summary of the results. (copy of results on file)

· FORT HUACHUCA AIRFIELD MGR. Jim Rose: (report via email)

· Lights and Navaids all operational.  Still on generator power.  Nothing
significant to report.

· CHAIRMAN’S REPORT: Jon Nelson for George Pohlman:

· SVMA Task Force Update:
· Councilman Johnson stated that the Task Force is in the middle of putting the final report together.
· New Hangar Floors, Doors, etc. (see Councilman Johnson’s report below)

· Permission to Speak Slips.

· The APC will not use the “Permission to Speak” slips.

· APC Budget Update: Larry Portouw:

· Mr. Portouw presented the APC Budget per revisions decided in the last APC meeting. The total was decreased from $12K to $10K. 

· Mr. Portouw moved to accept the revised Budget, Mr. Hazlett seconded the motion, ( Mr Gill asked Councilman Johnson if there would be any difficulty when a commissioner needed to use city-owned audiovisual equipment off city property (as had happened before) and we were assured that this is not a concern today.) Vote for acceptance of the Budget was unanimous. (a copy is on file) ).  Councilman Johnson accepted a copy of this budget as the APC’s official submission. 

· Mr Gill asked that the cost of the polo shirts listed in last year’s expenditures, be checked, and verified. Mr. Tyminski will check.

· APC Publicist Update: Steve Pursell:

· Brochures and Flight Guides were discussed. Mr. Pursell asked that the APC determine who the target audience(s) is, and what type of brochure, flight guide, or vehicle should be used to advertise the airport. This will be addressed at the next APC meeting.

· Mr. Pursell asked Mr. Tyminski whom the APC should contact to provide inputs to the City and Airport Websites? Mr. Tyminski stated that inputs should be forwarded to Councilman Johnson.

· CITY REPORT: Councilman, Craig Johnson: 

· Councilman Johnson stated that the City Engineer decided that the cracks in the floors were less than 1/8 inch wide, and to wait for about a year to allow concrete to settle, before making a decision on repairs.
· Councilman Johnson will carry the APC Budget to the City Council.

· The City Council has generated a Strategic Plan for 2 year goals. This may be viewed on the City Web Site under Vista 20-20. 

· There was some concern among the APC members, as to why the APC was not asked for input into the Strategic Plan? Councilman Johnson assured the Commission  members that he represented the APC interests in the discussions, i.e. EUL, Minimum Stds, etc.

· TURNER AVIATION ASSOCIATES (TAA): Diana Turner:

· TAA is working on a Flight Guide type brochure for SVMA, to be distributed in AZ, NM, CO, and TX.

· TAA will coordinate with FHU to have a “spot landing” contest in late June.

· TAA will have a turbo-charged diesel C-172 to evaluate for a day on April 20th.

· Help and support are needed for the Wings program being planned for Dec.

· Historic Aviation memorabilia is needed for the display case in the Terminal.

· TAA has 2 new instructors.

· TAA has a fairly good selection of Pilot’s Supplies.

· TAA is negotiating with the City on an Operator’s Permit that will allow TAA to sell aircraft and pilot products and supplies such as oil, filters, parts, accessories, etc.

· Councilman Johnson will check on the balance of the Airport Comm. Budget. ($5K). 
· The Expenditure sheet has been provided, there is $2,429.14 left of the $5K.
· Councilman Johnson will check on the status of the New Hangar floors issue. (cracks and water invasion).
· The City is planning on putting seals on the bottom of the doors to deter ground water. Tenants don’t think this fix will work, since the ramp is higher than the hangar floors in some cases. 
· Councilman Johnson will document a timeline for the Commission, of the City Council meetings, work sessions, etc. involved with the generation of the Budget.
· The Finance Dept. has been asked for this information, but none has yet been provided.
